Expectations of the Course

Attendance

You are expected to come to class every day that it meets. A portion of your grade is
determined by class participation via your in-class Hybrid Assignments, and attendance
is required to accomplish this. Accordingly, all undocumented absences are considered
unexcused. | do understand however that cars break down, life opportunities arise, and
minor catastrophes must occasionally be attended to in-person.

Also, if you're a student athlete, please bring, or
send me, documentation of any events that you are required to attend, so you may be
excused for these (and only these) event-related absences.
